This month, | would like to look at
marinas and their tenants or, in the

bGase of feckpmigiums, their owners.
Let’'s break it
terms: first, what do you expect
from your marina and is it being
provided? Secondly, what does
your marina expect of you and are
you providing it?

Long before | was a marina owner/
operator, | was a marina tenant and
yes, eventually a slip owner. As a
marina tenant early on | was fairly
oblivious to exactly what a marina
provided beyond a place to park my
boat. | would go so far as to say that
| saw the marina owner and myself
as natural adversaries, like oil and
water. The only time | had any real
contact with the owner (not to be
confused with the marina staff) was
when | was getting chewed out for
either doing or not doing something
expected of me. | suppose | never
really gave any thought to what was
involved in running a marina. |
mean, it’'s like
the owner has his hand out collect-
ing money and directing you where
to park. Right?! Wrong, wrong,
wrong!

Going forward,
mean the marina
slip occupant or slip owner. The
responsibility heaped on an operator
is an awesome one. In addition to
tenants, he must answer to a num-
ber of regulatory and municipal
agencies every day. The short list is
the Army Corps of Engineers,
SCDHEC, USCG, EPA, OSHA,
VWDNR, local or county government,
FEMA, etc. The list goes on an on.
Then there is the tremendous liability
of what insurers and lawyers refer to
as an attractive nuisance. So what
should you expect from your opera-
tor?

Here is my opinion. The dynamic of
a marina is in many ways analogous
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to that of a community. It contains
all types of diversity, both in its ten-
ants and the various types of ves-
sels. The operator is the provider of

d 0 wWPBothiséniice angl erfobcenseht. As in

any community, service providers
are expected to do their jobs in a
pleasant and sociable manner. But,
as in any community, there are laws
(or rules) that must be enforced
fairly and without prejudice for the
benefit of the majority. Operators
are also expected to provide some
level of ordinary service above and
beyond catching
tomarily the dock staff keeping an
ever vigilant eye on your boat,
bringing a dock cart or ice to you on
the dock. What the operator should
be doing in addition is providing you
with a concierge level of service
such as arranging transportation,
providing shuttle service, making
restaurant reservations, providing or
coordinating maintenance services
and keeping in touch with you, the
fenaRtion Angengoigg bassy i thig
day of electronic communication,
there is no excuse for not doing so.

So, if you are not getting this level of
service from your operator, take this
article arsl ¢hrotv it gowvn im frontr ”
bim. " buteonhaifrydu”are dusfilling the
operator’s expect
tenant.

Does your marina have written rules
and regulations? | can just about
guarantee it and
were provided a copy when you
signed your lease. Have you read
them through in their entirety?
Probably not. Are you a steward of
good citizenship in your community
and in your mavay n
street in both instances. Great com-
munities and great marinas are
products and reflections of their
citizens. In short, clean up your own
yard first.

My advice to you the tenant : pay
your rent on time. You know the
amount so don’''t
Keep your boat clean and in good
mechanical condition. Keep your
lines, fenders, shore power cords
4nd &les in Sefvideableconitidrs
and out of the water. Keep your own
personal dock space free from
sprawling water hoses; stow them
away if you’'re n
and tie your trash. Never place
empty oil cans, used batteries or
other hazardous items anywhere on
the marina property. | can assure
you the marina staff would rather
you come to them to deal with these
issues than risk having a regulator
show up and find them. Keep your
insurance curren
asked for proof of insurance, regis-
tration or documentation every year.

As we move into the season, re-
fnémber great marinas and great
service begin with great tenants. Do

If it does not happen, you
should probably start looking for
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boating to all!
